NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING  
WALKERTON OFFICIAL PLAN   

 
The Corporation of the Municipality of Brockton will be holding a Public Meeting pursuant to Section 
17 of the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990, c.P.13, as amended at the Municipal Offices, 100 Scott Street, 
Walkerton, Ontario on:   

MONDAY AUGUST 31ST, 2009, AT 7:00 P.M.   
 
 
PURPOSE AND EFFECT is to prepare a new Official Plan for the Community of Walkerton portion of 
the Municipality of Brockton. The new Official Plan will establish a long-term vision, policies and 
guidelines to guide and control future land use development and redevelopment within Walkerton, 
while safeguarding significant natural features and rural areas. It will provide general policy direction 
and a land use-planning framework to guide the physical, social, economic, sustainability and 
environmental management and growth in Walkerton to the year 2026.  The new Official Plan will also 
bring policies into conformity with recent Provincial initiatives including the 2005 Provincial Policy 
Statement, Bill 51 amendment to the Planning Act and other matters of Provincial interest.   
 
The new Official Plan will primarily include areas within the former Town of Walkerton, however, the 
current Urban Area boundaries have been revised in the new Official Plan and certain lands have 
been included while other lands have been removed. The current Official Plan was adopted by the 
Municipality on September 21, 2001, and approved with Modifications on November 1, 2001. The new 
Official Plan would repeal and replace this document. The key map below shows the extent of the 
lands affected by the new Walkerton Official Plan. 
 
FURTHER INFORMATION relating to the new Walkerton Official Plan is available for inspection at the 
Municipal Office, 100 Scott Street, Walkerton, Ontario, during regular office hours (Monday to Friday 
8:30 am to 4:30 pm). Any person or agency may attend and provide representation at the Public 
Meeting and/or make written representation prior to the Public Meeting. If you wish to be notified of the 
adoption of the new Official Plan, you must make a written request to the Clerk of the Municipality of 
Brockton prior to a decision being made. Copies of documents are also available on the Municipality’s 
website at http://www.brockton.ca. 
 
IF A PERSON OR PUBLIC BODY  does not make oral submissions at a public meeting or make 
written submissions to the Municipality of Brockton before the proposed Official Plan is adopted, the 
person or public body is not entitled to appeal the decision of the Council of the County of Bruce to the 
Ontario Municipal Board.  
 
IF A PERSON OF PUBLIC BODY  does not make oral submissions at a public meeting, or make 
written submissions to the Municipality of Brockton before the proposed Official Plan is adopted, the 
person or public body may not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the Ontario 
Municipal Board unless, in the opinion of the Board, there are reasonable grounds to add the person 
or public body as a party.
