NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING

A Public Meeting will be held on Monday, December 14th, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Saugeen Municipal Airport, 34 Saugeen Airport Road, R.R.# 1 WALKERTON, ON in order to consider an application submitted by the Town of Hanover c/o Ron Cooper to amend the Township of Brant Comprehensive Zoning By-Law 2007-60.  The application will facilitate an expansion to the existing Hanover/Walkerton Landfill Site.

Purpose & Effect of the Proposed Amendment is intended to re-zone the following:

· 4.16 hectares (10.28 acres) from ‘A1-General Agriculture’ to ‘WD - Waste Disposal’ to permit a solid waste disposal site; and,

· 24.50 hectares (60.54 acres) from ‘A1-General Agriculture’ to ‘OS-2 - Open Space Special’ to permit uses accessory to and/or appurtenant to a solid waste disposal site and to only permit mobile homes, travel trailers and construction trailers as accessory buildings.

Description of Lands:  The lands to be affected by this amendment are known municipally as 868 Bruce Road 4, 910 Bruce Road 4 and are described as Part Lots 68, 69 and 70, Concession 1 NDR, Part Lots 70 and 71, Concession 2 NDR, Parts 23 and 24, Plan 171, Municipality of Brockton (geographic Township of Brant ).
