ANTI-IDLING BY-LAW #2008-51

Residents of Brockton are reminded to observe Brockton’s Anti-Idling By-Law because:

▪ Idling causes dirty, smoggy, polluted air that’s hard to breathe  ▪ Leads to serious health problems  ▪ Contributes to climate change  ▪ Wastes money and gasoline
An idling engine burns 3.5L/hour which equals 8.4 kilos of carbon dioxide and creates twice as many emissions as an engine in motion!

How to Avoid Idling: ˃ reduce warm-up idling to 30 seconds ˃ If you are going to be stopped for more than 10 seconds, turn your engine off (except in traffic) ˃ Don’t ever use a remote car starter as they encourage idling ˃ With really cold temperatures, consider a block heater to warm the engine before starting it ˃ Spread the anti-idling message to your family and friends
This By-Law will be enforced. The fine for contravening this by-law is $50.00.

[image: image8.wmf]The Walkerton Fire Department is currently accepting applications for the position of Probationary Volunteer Firefighter.  All successful applicants will be required to be “on call” during certain periods and be required to meet certain levels of attendance for emergency response, training and other fire department related activities.  This will include working in adverse weather conditions, at any time of year and any time of day.

Applicants are required to be in good physical condition and shall be required to submit to a full physical examination including physical agility testing.  Preference will be given to those who currently possess a valid First Aid/C.P.R Certificate, DZ Drivers Licence in good standing, have daytime emergency response ability and live within 6km of the Walkerton Fire Station (510 Napier Street).

NOTICE TO RESIDENTS

The municipality wants to inform residents of the restrictions concerning the width of driveways and the landscaping of front yards in residential areas.  The municipality’s zoning by-laws contain wording that restricts the width of a driveway in a residential area to no more than 7.5 meters (24.6ft.).  In addition there are restrictions in certain residential zones that no less than 50% of the front yard must be landscaped and such landscaping shall not include driveways or parking areas.  Landscaped and grassed areas are the best way to allow storm water runoff to be absorbed into the water table.  

On the other hand hard surfaced areas covered in asphalt and concrete increase the volume and decrease the quality of storm water runoff that enters streams and rivers.  Residents are asked to keep this information in mind if they are contemplating increasing the size of their driveway or parking areas in their front yards.
